Rules of Entry for Anderson Area Quilt Show
Electric City and Prickly Fingers Quilters Guilds
First Baptist Church, Williamston, SC
August 27 & 28, 2010

1. Viewers Choice Ribbons will be awarded in each category. Voting will take place all day
Friday and on Saturday until 3:00 PM. Ribbons will be announced on Saturday.

2. Entrants must be members of one of the above quilt guilds. Quilts entered may be pieced by
one individual and quilted by another and still maintain individual status. If the entry is chosen
as a Viewer’s Choice, only one ribbon will be awarded to the maker of the quilt top.

3. The Quilt Show Committee reserves the right to reassign a quilt to a different class based on
size and technique.

4. All quilts must have a 4” sleeve sewn across the top of the back, except for miniatures which
may have a smaller, size- appropriate sleeve.

5. All entries must have a label sewn to the back of quilts and the inside of garments. They
must have at least the title of the entry and the name of the maker.

6. While the utmost care will be taken of all entries, neither Electric City Quilters Guild, Prickly
Fingers Quilters Guild nor First Baptist Church in Williamston can be held liable for loss or
damage to entries. If you have concerns about the safety of your entry, you may want to check
with your homeowner’s insurance agent to make sure your personal entries are adequately
insured. Insurance companies may require a professional appraisal.

7. A separate Quilt Registration Form must be completed for each entry and must be received
by June 30, 2010. Forms should be mailed to Joan Korth, 146 James Hare Rd., Anderson, SC
29626, or given to her at any guild meeting before June 30. Please be sure to sign your forms
and include the required pictures. Although not required, it's a good idea to make a copy for
your records.

8. All entries must be delivered to the Registration Committee at First Baptist Church of
Williamston on Thursday, August 26, between 9am and 12 noon. If you are not able to deliver
them yourself, please arrange to have someone else bring them for you. Each entry must be
received in a pillow case or cloth bag with your name and phone number clearly written on or
securely attached to the outside. When your entries are received, you will be given a receipt
which must be presented to claim your quilt at the end of the show.

9. Quilts will be available for pick-up approximately one hour after the closing of the show on
Saturday, August 28. You must have your receipt to claim your entry. If you are not able to pick
it up yourself, please arrange for someone else to pick it up for you and be sure that they have
your receipt for each entry.
