e BATTING FOR QUILTS: The Philanthropy Committee has purchased cotton batting for
distribution to Guild members to be used in the philanthropy quilt-making effort. Suzanne
Walter has offered to handle distribution of the batting. She will bring a half dozen pre-
cut +/- pre-cut 45" x 65" batts to the monthly meetings and the Barbara Scott will have a
sign-out sheet for same.

Here's some
additional information from Diane Schonauer:

o Plans are coming together very well for the 1°" Biennial Anderson Area Quilt Show.
Several vendors have signed up, award ribbons are being made, lots of boutique items
are being sewn and demonstrated, the fat quarter basket is growing, books, magazines,
and patterns are being collected, and a banner has been ordered!. A revised quilt entry
form has been developed with additional categories. It is elsewhere in this newsletter.




o Remember that show submissions are due at the end of June. We hope to have lots and
lots of quilts and quilted items on display for our first ever quilt show. Consider the
challenge to enter an item in each category!

o The various quilt show committees will begin circulating sign-up sheets in June.
Remember that the show needs staffing for the entire weekend as well as set-up and
take-down. Please save the dates August 26-28 (Thursday through Saturday) and
volunteer as much time as possible.

o The quilt show excitement is building as the dates approach. Let's keep the momentum
going and make the Anderson Area Quilt Show the BEST!

Challenge Quilt (Teri Walker - Chair): The challenge this year is to depict a childhood
memory in a red and white quilt. The quilts will be displayed and judged by the guild
members at the February 2011 meeting. The criteria are:

45" x 45" or smaller (no minimum size)

Any construction method is acceptable

Must be completed quilt, bound and quilted

May be hand or machine quilted

Use at least 3 different red fabrics

Here's a tip from Kathleen Bowen: When you get a "build up" on the soleplate of your iron from
either fusible products or anything really, this is how to handle it. (1) Let your iron
completely cool, and unplug it. (2) Take a "MAGIC ERASER" and get it wet by running
water over it and then squeeze it out. (3) Set the damp "MAGIC ERASER" on top of an
old fowel or a bunch of layered paper towels and then take your iron and rub the
soleplate over the "MAGIC ERASER" repeating over and over until all of the residue is
removed from your iron soleplate. (4) When the majority of the residue is removed you
can set your iron up on the counter and use the "MAGIC ERASER" to scrub off the
leftover spots of residue. It is like having a brand new iron!

Prickly Fingers Auction/Sale - June 9, 2010

The sale will include books, patterns, and supplies related to quilting, needlework, or other
crafts. If you have small quilted items (e.g. table runners, wallhangings), please donate
these to the quilt show boutique. Please include your name on all items so they can be
returned to you if not sold.

There will be marked tables set up around the room. Here's some specific information:

o All fabric will be $1 per yard (fat quarters 25¢) - please mark yardage on piece with
masking tape. We'll have a separate pile for the fat quarters.

o All magazines will be 25¢ each.

o Books are to be prepriced by you on a piece of masking or painter’s tape (which doesn't
leave marks). I'd suggest $1,$2, $3, or $5 but you decide what you'd sell them for at
a yard sale.

o Small items are to be placed on one of two tables - either the $1 or $2 table. No need
to mark.

o Patterns will be $1.00 each and can be put on the $1 table.

o Lynn Brill will act as auctioneer for items you deem to be worth $3 or more. These
should be placed on the table closest to the front of the room. Please mark each piece
with your name and a base price. If no one bids at least the base price, the item will be
returned to you.

o Attached is a sheet to record your purchases. Just put a tick mark for magazines,
patterns, and items from the $1 and $2 tables. The prices for fabric and books should
be listed separately, as should any items you purchase from the auction portion of the
sale. Using this sheet will help our Treasurer, Sue Twilley, and her helper(s)
immensely. Each of you will receive a bid card when you sign in.

o Remember - all money raised goes to the guild for speakers and other necessities to
make this the best guild ever. Shop happy! Bring a BIG tote or shopping bag and your
checkbook!
